GUEST SPEAKER LARRY BOHANAN INVENTOR OF THE QUADRICISER ® THERAPY SYSTEM

Larry Bohanan tells of being determined to help his diabetic father who was about to lose his leg to gangrene.
To make matters worse his father had been paralyzed by an earlier stroke. That inactivity compounded the issue
so Larry studied the problem and decided to do something about the need for motion and circulation to improve
the deteriorating situation.

Mobility, and exercise, he was sure, was an answer. With that in mind he went about designing a ’contraption”
later to be known as the Quadriciser ® for which he obtained a patent (5,254,060) and started the long haul of
further development.

At the beginning his main interest was to help his dad regain needed mobility with his original invention (much
different than those illustrated) and by comparison considered crude. None-the less, it worked, amazing the
doctors and managing to postpone the amputation for six months, proving its value.

During his presentation Larry showed some graphics and a video program-featuring singer Pat Boone whose
grandson was paralyzed from a twenty-foot fall. The young man was greatly benefited using a later version of
the QUADRICISER®. Boone’s testimonial about how the machine helped was a big boost. According the
speaker, that, along with the work he did at the Patricia Neal Center, helped to advance the acceptance of his
machine. Hospitals and rehab centers are now beginning to put them to use.

This interesting program should serve to inspire other inventors to persevere, work out the bugs and not give up
even when the going is rough. It is no trick to see how Bohanan's effort is finally coming to fruition. It should
also be noted that at first his apparatus was called a “gadget”. He is now President and CEO of his company,
