antenna invention. The unit included an FM receiver connected to a 
fluorescent light. Igor also had a portable FM transmitter playing some 
interesting music. The fluorescent light was the plasma antenna, and, 
when the light was on, the FM receiver picked up the music. When Igor 
switched off the light, the music stopped. The demonstration showed 
that the plasma antenna worked very well when it was turned on. When 
it is turned off, it disappears electrically, and cannot be detected by 
RADAR. 

Igor said that he had been told that IT COULD NOT BE DOME! 
The demonstration unit Igor had built proved to be a wonderful device to 
show that, yes, it could be done, and done well. 

Igor told the group that he had two demonstration units built. The 
second unit is at a Booz Allen demonstration facility outside Washington 
DC. Igor said that Fred Dyer built his prototypes, and that Fred would 
most likely be happy to help others if they needed to have electrical-type 
prototypes built.
